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Electronic Giving  
Thank you for your interest in electronic giving to 

Disciples Christian Church. The best method you could 

use to pay DCC electronically is through your own bank’s 

on line bill pay feature.

Alternatively, you could utilize the services of VANCO 

which is available through DCC’s website. Funds will be 

transferred directly from your account to that of DCC. 

You can choose the frequency, date, amount and where 

you designate the funds be applied i.e. contributions, 

hunger fund etc. The fees DCC pays VANCO for this 

service include: 

*A monthly fee of $5 

*35c per transaction (both for the withdrawal from your 

account and the deposit into DCC’s account 

*And finally a fee of 2% of the amount donated. 

Presently DCC does not accept Credit Cards. Please let
